Wind Colic Pain in the bowels due to their distention with air or gas

Yellow Fever Also called Yellow Jack; An acute infectious disease caused by a bite of an
infected mosquito. Symptoms include chills, fever, pains, aches, jaundice,

kidney damage, vomiting, uremia, and in many cases death.
